The optional inclusion of the
Matrix MS-125 intelligent alarm
card  a microprocessor-controlled
input/output card — makes the

RDP an Intelligent Alarm Panel (IAP), which provides battery-backed power and wiring
terminations for the following:
• Alarm inputs
• Outputs for alarms annunciation and control devices
• Matrix card readers and/or Reader Control Modules (RCMs) for access at doors,

parking gates, elevators, jetways, and anywhere access control is required.

Reliability
State-of-the-art components are incorporated throughout the RDP, including
positive temperature coefficient (PTC) resistors that not only limit over-current,
but also automatically reset when the over-current incident has been corrected.
This allows the circuit to go back online without continuous recycling, which can
cause damage. This design also eliminates the need to find and replace old-
fashioned fuses.

Durability and ease of use
The RDP provides a rugged, vandal-resistant NEMA-1 enclosure and a removable
battery, guaranteeing a long and successful service life.

Since the RDP complies with industry standards for connectivity — it was designed
for RS-422, RS-485, and RS-232 with modem control communication to the host
computer — connections to off-the-shelf communications equipment can easily
be set up.

“Bar-graph” light-emitting diode (LED) displays in the Intelligent Alarm Panel show
full diagnostic and communications information at a glance, making troubleshooting
much easier. Plus the alarm card in the Intelligent Alarm Panel uses two standard
rotary address switches that are labeled, making addresses simple to set.
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Flexibility
The Intelligent Alarm Panel is extremely modular, ensuring maximum flexibility, expandability, and integration
of security systems. The IAP lets users monitor security alarms, drive alarm response devices, and power door
locks, as well as perform access control on the same communication line, without the need for additional power
supplies. Expansion capability can be engineered in advance to suit present and future security needs and
budgets. The IAP’s  modular design lets you add more inputs and outputs as needed — its four relay outputs
are expandable to 64 inputs and 32 outputs.
